How Satan Keeps Your Bound and Robs Your Destiny: 

1. Ignorance:   
a. My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Hosea 4:6 
b. Lest Satan should get an advantage of us; for we are not 

ignorant of his devices.  2nd Corinthians 2:11 
2. Lies:   

a. Ye are of your father, the devil, and the lusts of your father ye 
will do.  He was a murderer from the beginning and abode not 
in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh 
a lie, he speaketh of his own; for he is a liar and the father of it.  
John 8:44 

3. Deception:   
a. For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not 

that Jesus Christ cometh in the flesh.  This is a deceiver and an 
antichrist.  2nd John 7  

4. Fear:   
a. For God hath not given us the spirit of fear, but of power and of 

love and of a sound mind.   2nd Timothy 1:7 
b. Fear none of those things which thou shalt suffer.  Behold, the 

devil shall cast some of you into prison, that ye may be tried, 
and ye shall have tribulation ten days; be thou faithful unto 
death, and I will give you a crown of life.  Revelation 2:10  

c. In God have I put my trust; I will not be afraid  what man can 
do unto me.  Psalm 55:22  

5. Unforgiveness:    
a. …forgive and ye shall be forgiven.  Luke 6:37b  

6. Disunity:   
a. Behold how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell 

together in unity!  It is like the precious ointment poured on the 
head, that ran down on the beard, even the beard of Aaron [the 
first high priest!] that came down upon the collar and skirt of 



his garments [consecrating the whole body].  It is like the dew 
of [lofty] Mount Hermon and the dew that comes on the hills of 
Zion; for there the Lord has commanded the blessing, even life 
forevermore [upon the high and the lowly]. 

7. Unhealed Traumas:   
a. Give us help from trouble; for vain is the help of man.  Psalm 

108:12 & 60:11 
b. Cast thy burden upon the LORD, and He shall sustain thee; He 

shall never suffer the righteous to be moved.  Psalm 55:22    
c. TONIGHT SOME OF YOU NEED TO ASK THE LORD TO 

SET YOU FREE FROM THE CONSEQUENCES OF 
TRAUMA, WHETHER RAPE, ABORTION, 
MOLESTATION, ACCIDENTS, REJECTION, ETC.  

8. Ungodly Soul Ties:   
a. And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly, and I pray God 

your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless 
unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.  1st Thessalonians 
5:23  

b. But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any 
man called a brother be a fornicator or covetous or an idolator, 
or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one 
no not to eat.  1st Corinthians 5:11  

c. Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers; for what 
fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness?  And what 
communion hath light with darkness?  And what concord hath 
Christ with Belial?  Or what part hath he that believeth with an 
infidel?  And what agreement hath the temple of God with 
idols?  For ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath 
said, I will dwell in them and walk in them, and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people.  2nd Corinthians 6:14-16   

d. GENERALLY THESE COME FROM SEXUAL SIN 
INCLUDING ADULTERY, FORNICATION, 
HOMOSEXUAL ACTS, ETC.   

 
The Pattern Son’s Purposes in Coming to Earth:  
1. To save the world (Whosoever will may come):  For God so 

loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have everlasting 
life.  For God sent not His Son into the world to condemn the 



world, but that the world through Him might be saved.  John 3:16-
17  

2. To destroy the works of Satan:  …For this purpose the Son of 
God was manifested that He might destroy the works of the devil.  
1st John 3:8  

3. To minister freedom to individuals and to raise up ministers:  
The Spirit of the LORD God is upon Me, because the LORD hath 
anointed Me to preach good tidings to the meek; He hath sent Me 
to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, 
and the opening of the prison to those who are bound; to proclaim 
the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our 
God; to comfort all that mourn; to appoint unto those who mourn 
in Zion, to give them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, 
the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness that they might be 
called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD; that He 
might be glorified.  Isaiah 61:1-3  
 

We are to pattern our lives after Jesus and do what He did:  
a. Share the Good News  
b. Comfort the brokenhearted  
c. Proclaim liberty to the captives  
d. Open the prison door for those who are bound  
e. Proclaim the Day of the Lord  
f. To teach the Word so that people can have beauty for ashes, 

the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the 
spirit of heaviness.   

      The end results:  Trees of Righteousness who glorify Him  
 
Who is this Pattern Son Who liberates us?
