2. Romans 16:20a-And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your 
feet shortly… 

3. Ephesians 6:12-For we wrestle [literally wrestle to the ground] not 
against flesh and blood,but against principalities, against powers, 
against the rulers of darkness of this world, against spiritual 
wickedness in high places.   

4. Genesis 3:14-And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou 
hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle and above every 
beast of the field; upon thou belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou 
eat all the days of thy life.

6. Mal. 4:2a-But unto them that fear my name shall the Sun of 

righteousness arise with healing in His wings… 
7. Isaiah 60:1-ARISE [from the depression and prostration in which 

circumstances have kept you-rise to a new life]!  Shine (be radiant 



with the glory of the Lord), for your light has come, and the glory of 
the Lord has risen upon you! AMP 

 
We are promised in the Bible a generation that will have the following 
characteristics:  

1. The Greater Works Generation:  Verily, verily I say unto you, He 
that believeth on Me, the works that I do shall he do also, AND 
GREATER WORKS THAN THESE, shall he do because I go unto my 
Father (John 14:12).  

2. The Generation that Will Not Pass: Verily I say unto you, This 
generation shall not pass away, till all be fulfilled (Luke 21:32). 

3. The Righteous Generation:  And an highway shall be there and a 
way, and it shall be called The way of holiness…And the ransomed of 
the LORD shall return and come to Zion with songs and everlasting 
joy and gladness, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away (Isaiah 
35:8a and 10).  

4. The Generation that Will Seek His Face:  This is the generation of 
them who seek Him, who seek thy face, O Jacob.  Selah (Psalm 24:6). 

5. The Generation that Will Not Fear Evil Tidings:  He shall not be 
afraid of evil tidings; his heart is fixed, trusting in the LORD (Psalm 
112:7). 

6. The Latter Rain Generation:  Then shall we know, if we follow on to 
know the LORD; His going forth is prepared as the morning; and He 
shall come upon us as the rain, as the latter and former rain unto the 
earth (Hosea 6:3). 

7. The Bridal Company Generation:  And I, John, saw the holy city, 
new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a 
bride adorned for her husband (Revelation 21:2).  

8. The Mature Sons of the Kingdom:  For the earnest expectation of 
the creation waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God (Romans 
8:19).  

9. The Third Day Generation:  Come and let us return unto the LORD; 
for He hath torn, and He will heal us; He hath smitten, and He will 
bind us up.  After two days will He revive us; in the third day He will 
raise us up, and we shall live in His sight (Hosea 6:1-2). 

10. The Fullness Generation:  And hath put all things under His feet and 
gave Him to be the head over all things to the church, which is His 
body, the fullness of Him that filleth all in all (Ephesians 1:22-23).
